Program Hours:  03:30-06:00 

Fees:  

Annual Registration fee: $25 per family 

Late payment fee: $25 per month 

Late pick-up fee: $1 per minute, per child (past 6pm) 

Drop-in: Drop-ins are not permitted. If any student is left at school and is placed in the after-
care program without registration, there is a $32 charge per child. 

Note: There is no sibling discount in the 2023/2024 school year. 

Yearly and Semester Pre-Pay Discounts: Only available for students will full-time schedules. 
This discount is not prorated for a part-time schedule.

Program Policies for the 2023/2024 School Year: 

• To register, please fill out the registration form online. 

• Families must pre-register and pre-pay ahead of time. Fees will be posted on Monday, August 15th. 
Please do not submit payment before this date. 

• There will be no refunds for unused days due to student absence or transportation change. In the event of 
a snow day or other school-wide closure, fees will be refunded. 

• Class sizes will be limited. Full-time attendees will receive priority in scheduling.  

• Families who use the before/after school program must have Infinite Campus accounts in good standing, 
including fees for book fines, field trips, lunch, etc. 

• Habitual late payments or late pick-ups will result in permanent removal from the program. 

• There are 4 days that school is in session, but the after-school program is not offered: Thursday, October 
5th; Thursday, February 15th, Friday, March 22nd, and Thursday, June 6th.  Note: On these 4 days, before 
school program WILL be offered. 

• Behavioral Expectations: Students may be denied enrollment in the after-school program or have 
childcare services revoked if unacceptable behavior is exhibited on a regular basis during the school day. 
This includes, but is not limited to, defiance, rudeness, or insubordination. Students with behavioral 
referrals and in-school, out of school, or bus suspensions on record may also be denied enrollment. 
Students who exhibit unacceptable behavior during the After School Program will receive behavior 
referrals. After 3 behavior referrals, childcare services will be revoked for the remainder of the school year.
